This is a year-long academic and pastoral support programme for Year 12 students. For 2024 entry, a Physics and
Chemistry strand will run consisting of fortnightly after-school online tutorials and one in person event at Imperial’'s South
Kensington Campus. Levelling Up will support you with your A-level studies in preparation for university study.

Ambition Nottingham: 16-18 - University of Nottingham (apply by December)

This is a free two-year scheme for all Year 12 students from the UK. Guidance will be provided through online sessions
Including subject tasters, choosing the right course and personal statement support. You may be offered an enhanced
contextual offer and bursary if you complete the programme, meet certain eligibility criteria and apply to the University.
